Hitchin Town FC – Hitchin Centenary Cup Results 1961-1972
The Hitchin Centenary Cup was formed in 1961 when the then Hitchin Town Honorary Secretary, Vic Wayling, thought that it would be a good idea to have a cup competition to celebrate the Club’s Centenary in 1965, He originally invited the two nearest senior clubs, Stevenage Town and Letchworth Town, to compete. A fourth club, Yiewsley FC (who later became Hillingdon Borough) and who at the time had the Newcastle United legend Jackie Milburn in their team in the twilight of his career, was also invited to compete. Another reason why Yiewsley were favoured was that they had floodlights, meaning that evening games could be arranged so as not to disrupt Saturday schedules. Finals were played on a two leg basis.
The competition grew in stature for a while and a significant number of teams accepted the invitation to compete in the Cup over the next decade or so. However it soon started for some to become “one cup too many” and on more than one occasion fixtures were held over until the next season. The completion had its final year in Season 1972-73, when the whole of the 1971-72 competition was played.
